Blue Jays beat Beloit Trojans 42-14

The Norton Community High
Blue Jay football team remains
undefeated after downing the
Beloit Trojans 42-14 Thursday
night.

First quarter

Bel oit kicked off andjunior run-
ning back Kyle Kats returned the
ball to the 34. Kohfeld gained six
yards, thenranthrough abig hole
over right tacklefor afirstdownon
the Beloit 46. After Haussermann
gained six yards on two carries,
senior quarterback Dan Roeder
pitched to Kohfeld on the option
and herolledtothe 27 for another
first down. Haussermann plunged
to the 21, then Kohfeld plowed
ahead to the 10 for another first
down. Kohfeld churned ahead for
seven more yards on two carries,
then Haussermann barreled three
yards over the middle for the
touchdown. Senior kicker Charlie
Foley splittheuprightsandit was
7-0with 7:23 | eft.

Senior back Taner Litton re-
turned Foley’s kickoff to the 25
yard line where senior end C.J.
Thiele tackled him. Sophomore
quarterback D.J. Fulhage com-
pleted a pass to junior running
back Logan Spangler on the
Norton 36. Thiele tackled senior
fullback Matthew Wright for a
threeyardloss. A passfell incom-
plete, then Litton got loose, broke
several tackles and was finally
tackled by senior defensive back
Jered Sloan on the 1 yard line.
Fulhage sneaked for the touch-
down but the Trojan extra point
kick attempt was blocked by
Norton and the Blue Jaysled 7-6
with 5:47 remaining.

Katsreturned the kickoff tothe
35. Roeder ranthekeeper for afirst
down on the Norton 45, then
Haussermann burst through the
lineto the Beloit 49. Kohfeld got
agood gain but fumbled when hit
and Beloit recovered on their 33.
Fulhage fumbled the exchange
with his center but recovered for
nogain. Followinganincompl ete
pass, Fulhage completed ascreen
pass over the middle to Spangler
and he carried the ball to the
Norton 49.

Wright gained three yards be-
fore senior tackle Sean Lauer and
senior linebacker Bo Pfannenstiel
tackled him. The screen pass
worked so well that Beloit threw
it again. Thistime Spangler got a
firstdownontheNorton38. Litton
triedtorunoutsidebut juniorline-
backer Ryan M addy cameup hard
to tackle him for atwo yard loss.
Following an incompl ete pass,
Litton gained three yards and
Fulhagepuntedintotheend zone.

Overlease gained 10 yards and
afirst down on two plays, then
Roeder passed to senior wide re-
ceiver Bruce Rushton for afirst
downontheBeloit 42.

Second quarter
Haussermann churned ahead
for eight yards, then Roeder con-
nectedwithjuniortight end Justin
Shirk for a 35 yard touchdown.
Foley kickedtheextrapointandit
was14-6with 11:06leftinthefirst

half.

Foley boomed the kickoff into
theend zone. Litton plowed ahead
foronehardyardasL auer andjun-
ior lineman Blake Hillebrand
stopped him. Fulhage passed to
Wright for afirst down on the
Beloit 40. Wright got nothing,
Spangler gained two yards, then
Roeder intercepted aFulhagepass
andreturnedittotheBeloit 24. The
Jayswent totheair, and Spangler
intercepted Roeder’ spassand re-
turned it to the Beloit 6. Fulhage
sneaked for one yard, then threw
aflat passto Spangler. Senior de-
fensiveback KevinLentzcameup
hard to tackle Spangler for atwo
yardloss. SeniortackleKa Mann
batted down Fulhage's next pass
and he punted.

The ball rolled dead on the
Beloit 33. Kohfeld plunged for
threeyards, then Overleaseranto
the 17 for afirst down. Kohfeld
rushedtothe1land Roeder ranthe
keeper to the 9. Two passes fell
incomplete, however, and Beloit
took over ontheir 9.

Wright ran for three yards and
Litton picked uptwo. Fulhageran
akeeper andwasrunout of bounds
onthe18. Hepuntedto Overlease
on the Norton 49. Roeder ran a
keeper for afirst down on the
Beloit 31, then legged the ball to
the 25 after being run out of the
pocket.

Overleasefound running room
overrighttackleforafirstdownon
the12. Overleaseran over theleft
sideof theBlueJay lineonthenext
play and ran untouched into the
endzonefor Norton'sthird touch-
down. “Mr. Automatic” Foley
boomedtheextrapointkick andit
was 21-6 with 2:36 | eft.

Spangler took a handoff on
Foley’skickoff and got agoodre-
turn. Norton was penalized for il -
legal participationand Bel oit sud-
denly had the ball on the Norton
45. Thegoodfield positiondid not
helptheTrojans. Spangler caught
aflat pass but Lentz tackled him
after atwo yard gain. Two more
passes were incomplete and
Fulhage punted out of bounds on
the 33.

Roeder carried to the 36 and a
face mask penalty against Beloit
moved the ball to the 41. Roeder
connected with tight end Maddy
for afirst down on the Beloit 47.
Roeder weavedthroughtrafficfor
another first down on the 24. On
thenext play, Roeder followed his
blockers as they escorted him to
the Beloit 10 for another first
down. Overlease gained seven
yardsontwo carries. Sloan caught
apassin theend zone but was out
of bounds. On fourth down,
Kohfeld plunged over the right
sideof thelinefor another BlueJay
touchdown. Foley was perfect
again on the extra point kick and
the Norton lead was 28-6 with 25
seconds | eft.

Afterthekickoff, Beloit ransev-
eral playsfor littlegainand it was
halftimewith Norton leading 28-
6.

before Pfannenstiel tackled him.
Fulhagetried aquarterback sneak
but Lauer put up abrick wall for
no gain. Litton got loose around
right end on a pitch and gained a
firstdownonthe32. Thenextplay,
LentztackledLittonforaoneyard
loss. Spangler ran for one yard
before Lauer nailed him. Things
went from bad to worse for the
TrojansasFulhagewassacked by
senior linebacker Tom Graham.
Fulhagepunted andtheball rolled
dead onthe Norton 33.

Ittook Nortonjust eight playsto
coverthe67 yardstotheend zone.
Roeder ranakeeper tothe 38, then
Haussermann picked up afirst
down on the Beloit 49. Kohfeld
got afirst down on the 35, then
plowed ahead for four moreyards
tothe 31.

Kohfeldgot thecarry againand
carried would-be tacklers with
him as he plowed ahead. It took
four Trojan defenders to finally
bring him to the turf on the 15!
Haussermann churned ahead to
the 7 and Kohfeld got two more
yards to the 5. Roeder ran the
keeper for a touchdown, Foley
kicked theextrapoint and Norton
wasontop 35-6 with5:34 remain-
ing inthethird period.

Litton returned Foley’ skickoff
and senior Josh Greentackledhim
on the 24.

With Littonget-
ting most of the carries, Beloit
moved 94 yardsagainsttheNorton
junior varsity for their final touch-
down. Litton scored on a52 yard
run and Fulhageran thetwo extra
pointsto makeit 42-14 with 2:16
remaining inthegame.

Beloitrecoveredanonsidekick
ontheNorton49. SincetheBeloit
varsity wasstill onthefield, Coach
Graber decided to put the Norton
varsity back into the game.

Passinterferenceagainst Bel oit
moved the ball back to the 35.
Wright tried thelineand got noth-
ing asLauer and Pfannenstiel put
theclampsonhim. Littonhad such
agreat time running against the
Norton junior varsity but he dis-
covered that the Blue Jay varsity
defenderswereastoughasever as
he picked up one yard before
Maddy and Pfannenstiel corralled
him.

Fulhage punted for the ninth
timein the game. The ball rolled
dead onthe Norton 25. Freshman
quarterback Nathan Broeckelman
gained two yards and the game
wasover withthescoreboard read-
ing Norton 42, Beloit 14.
