Survivors include: his wife,
Grace, of the home in Almena; a
step-son, Bill Eckhart, Sharon
Springs; a daughter-in-law, Rose
Eckhart, Hill City; six grandchil-
dren; three great-grandchildren; a
brother, Ross and Margaret
Reeves, Phillipsburg; two sisters,
Lois and Clarence Schamber,
Phillipsburg; and Alice Kuiper,
Almena.
