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Jays win
Bi-district
crown

The Norton Community High
School football team extended its
unbeatenrecordto 10-Owitha42-
7 victory over the visiting
Ellinwood Eagles Tuesday.

First quarter

Norton cameout fired up. Run-
ning back Aaron Overlease re-
turnedtheopeningkickoff tothe35.
Quarterback Dan Roeder, who
shreddedtheEagledefense, ranthe
keeper for afirst down onthe43.

Tailback Charlie Kohfeld ran
through a hole in the Ellinwood
line for a first down on the
Ellinwood 41. Fullback Jordon
Haussermann bulled to the 34.
Kohfeld fumbled when hit but re-
covered on the 33. Haussermann
ran to the 30 for afirst down.
Kohfeld found no room but
Roeder completed a flat pass to
senior wide receiver Jered Sloan
onthe24. Overleaserantothe 19
for afirst down.

Onthenext play, Haussermann
ranthrough ahole, brokea tackle
and sprinted into theend zonefor
Norton'sfirsttouchdown. Kicker
Charlie Foley got the extra point
and Nortonled 7-0.

Foley boomed the kickoff into
theend zone. Ellinwood’ squarter-
back Cody Englefumbled but re-
covered for no gain. On second
down, defensiveend C.J. Thiele
sacked Engleback onthe12. Run-
ning back Josh Williams gained
threeand Ellinwood punted. Run-
ning back Kyle Kats caught the
ball, got a block from Overlease
and was off for a 50-yard touch-
down. Foley kickedtheextrapoint
and Norton suddenly led 14-0.

Foley kicked into the end zone
again. Engle completed a passto
running back Jeff Steinert for
three. Williams picked up six be-
foreBo Pfannenstiel tackled him.
The Norton defense stopped
Ellinwood short of afirst downbut
apersonal foul penalty againstthe
Jays moved the ball to the 45 and
gavetheEaglesafirstdown. Brian
L uft sacked Engleback onthe37.
Williams tried the Norton line
againandlostthree. A passfellin-
complete and Ellinwood punted.

Kats got a good return across
midfield but the Blue Jays were
penalizedfor blockingintheback.
Haussermannfoundaholeandran
for afirst down on the 44. Haus-
sermann plunged for two yards,
then Roeder ran a keeper to the
Ellinwood 44 for anapparent first
down but, as he tried for extra
yardage, theball wasknocked out
of hisarmsand Ellinwood recov-
ered.

Linebacker RyanMaddy batted
downanEnglepass. A second pass
was incomplete and the Eagles
were penalized five for illegal
motion. On third down, running
back Tyler Wirtz caught an Engle
passthat had been deflected by the
BlueJay secondary andtheEagles
had afirstdown. Maddy andtackle
Joel GriffithsstoppedWilliamsfor
no gain but Engle passed to
Steinert and he was tackled by
Maddy onthe28for thefirst down.
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One of the most unusual plays of this year’s Norton football season occurred Tues-
day. The Ellinwood Eagles’ quarterback Cody Engle (No. 9) dropped back to pass at
the goalline. He was rushed and the ball was batted into the air by a Norton player.
After the ball bounced off several Blue Jays, C.J. Thiele (No. 67) caught the ball for an
interception for a touchdown. The other Norton players are senior linebackers Bo
Pfannenstiel (No. 44) and Tom Graham (No. 50).

Illegal motion cost the Eagles
five but Engle was run out of the
pocket by the Blue Jay pass rush
and ran to the 14 for another first
down. After an incomplete pass,
Engle got loose to score. Engle
kicked the extra point and Nor-
ton’slead was cut to 14-7.

Roeder returned the kickoff to
the 30, Kohfeld plunged for one
yard and the quarter ended.

Second quarter

After an incomplete pass,
Roeder ran to the 38, creating a
fourth and two. Roeder went into
punt formation but the ball was
centered to senior fullback Pfan-
nenstiel and he drove over the
middlefor afirst down onthe42.
After Roeder gained eight, hecon-
nected with Sloan, who sprinted
down the sideline for a 50-yard
touchdown. Foley got the extra
point kick and Norton led 21-7.

Williamsreturned Foley’ skick-
off tothe22. Engle passed toWil-
liams for a first down on the
Ellinwood 45. Williams got four
before Pfannenstiel and Maddy
got him. Drew Linden ran for a
firstdownontheNorton45where
defensive back Bruce Rushton
tackled him. A pass interference
penalty against Nortonmovedthe
ball tothe30but thegang-tackling
Blue Jays put an end to any scor-
ing hopes. Maddy and Griffiths
stopped Englefor no gain, apass
fell incomplete and Maddy came
into sack Engleback onthe40.A
fourth down passwasincomplete
and Norton regai ned possession.

Overleaseranfor fiveyardsand
Haussermann plowed ahead for
two more. Ellinwood lost five
yards for being offsides and
Norton had afirst down on the
Eagle48. Roeder ranthekeeperto
the37for afirstdown, thenranthe
keeper tothe28. A blockinginthe
back penalty against Norton
moved the ball back to the 35.
Roeder was sacked on the next
play andNortonlost fiveyardsfor
being offsides. A passfell incom-
pleteand Roeder punted. Theball
rolled dead onthe 6 yardline.

Williams ran for two yards be-
fore Lauer tackled him. Williams
got two more before Lauer and
defensivetackleBlakeHillebrand
dropped him. On third down,
Engle passed but the Blue Jays
cameinwithanother rush. Theball
was tipped by Pfannenstiel and
Griffiths and came to rest in
Thiele'sarmsfor another BlueJay

touchdown. Foley kicked the ex-
trapoint and Norton led 28-7.

Running back Anthony Barr
fumbled Foley’s kickoff but re-
covered on the nine. Engle com-
pleted a pass to Steinert but a
blocking in the back penalty
brought the ball back to the nine.
Williamswastackled after aone-
yardgain by linebacker Tom Gra-
ham. Following an incomplete
pass, Ellinwood punted out of
bounds. Following two incom-
plete passes, Roeder connected
with Haussermann for nine. On
fourthand one, theBlueJayswere
stopped and Ellinwood took over
the ball with 45 seconds | eft.

EnglegotloosetotheNorton45
for afirst down. After an incom-
plete pass, Sloan knocked down
another Engleaerial. Next, Engle
passedtoateammateintheflatand
he threw a pass downfield. Sloan
alertly wentupandinterceptedon
theNorton 15 astimeran out.

Third quarter

Williamsreturned Foley’skick-
off to the 22 where Clay Madden
made the tackle. Williams broke
loose and was tackled by defen-
sive back Kevin Lentz on the 38.
Williams found running room to
the45but wasdroppedfornogain
on the next play by Griffiths and
Hillebrand. Engle was stopped for
nogainby Thiele.Apassonafourth
downfakepuntfellincompleteand
Nortontook over onthe45.

Kohfeld gained three, then
Roeder ranthekeeper tothe25for
a first down. Haussermann
plowed aheadfor threebut Norton
lost five for being in motion.
Roeder ran a keeper to the 22.
Roeder fumbled and Hausser-
mannrecoveredtheball onthe21.
It wasn't enough for afirst down,
so Ellinwood took over.

Williams gained eight before
Roeder came up to make the
tackle. Engleran the keeper for a
first down. Williamswas stopped
by Griffithsfor nogain, thenEngle
passed to Barr for six. An inten-
tional grounding penalty against
Ellinwood movedtheball back to
midfieldandtheEaglesalsolosta
down. They punted and Katswas
tackled onthe 10.

Kohfeld gained 11 on two car-
ries for afirst down on the 21.
Roeder found running room,
broke several tackles and set sall
for the end zone on a 79 yard
touchdown. Foley split the up-
rights, extending the Norton lead
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Barr returned Foley’s kickoff
and Thiele, Bo Pfannenstiel and
L uke Pfannenstiel caught himon
the19.A passfell incomplete, then
Graham and Thielethrew Linden
foralossonthe14.Another Engle
pass was incomplete and Ellin-
wood punted to the Norton 30.

After Roeder completed afour-
yard pass to Rushton, Kohfeld
plungedfortwo. Illegal procedure
cost Norton five, but Roeder re-
sponded with a big gainer to the
Ellinwood 33. Following an in-
complete pass, Kohfeld plunged
for four asthe third quarter came
toaclose.

Fourth quarter

Roeder ran for afirst down on
the 22. Kohfeld gained seven,
seven and three yardsto thefive,
thenplungedinfor thetouchdown.
Foley kickedtheextrapointandit
was42-7.

Barr returned Foley’ skickoff to
the19whereL uft and Pfannenstiel
combined for the tackle. Engle
gained nothing as Haussermann
and Green stopped him. Williams
ranfor six beforePfannenstiel and
Green made the tackle. A passto
Steinert wasgoodfor afirst down
on the 40. Williamsran for eight.
Engle was dropped by Pfannen-
stiel for aoneyard lossand apass
fell incomplete. Engle completed
a pass to Barr for afirst down.
Williams plunged ahead for three
yardsand Engleran the keeper to
the 20 where Kats and Pfannen-
stiel tackled him. Griffiths and
Hillebrand stopped Engle for no
gain, apass fell incomplete and
Norton took over the ball.

Kats replaced Roeder as the
Norton quarterback. Kohfeld ran
for afirst down on the 30. Fresh-
man BlakeVanEatongainedthree
yards, sophomore Lance Roeran
for two yards and VanEaton
gained two more. Norton was pe-
nalized five yardsfor illegal par-
ticipation and Roeder went back
into punt formation. Thepunt was
blocked and Roeder recovered on
the 18 whereEllinwoodtook over
with 2:00leftinthe game.

Engle ran a keeper but Lauer
threw himfor aoneyardloss. Wil-
liams gained one yard before
Hillebrand tackled him. Craig
Stevenson ran to the 8 but gained
nothing on the final play of the
game as Haussermann and Gra-
ham combined for thefinal tackle
inthe Blue Jays’ 42-7 victory.
