“SHOUT FOR JOY TO THE LORD, ALL THE EARTH.
WORSHIP THE LORD WITH GLADNESS;
COME BEFORE HIM WITH JOYFUL SONGS.
KNOW THAT THE LORD IS GOD.

IT 1s HE WHO MADE US, AND WE ARE His;

Psalm 100 is indeed a psalm of praise. Thus, this passage
of Scripture should be wholeheartedly looked to when
considering what true thanksgiving to God is all about.
