The body of a female found three miles

east of Hill City in a grove of trees along
the north side of U.S. 24 sometime Mon-
day afternoon has been identified by au-
thorities as that of Esmeralda Gonzales,
15.

“We have a joint effort of law enforce-
ment working very hard on this case,” said
County Attorney Tony Potter on Tuesday.

The Graham County Sheriff’s Depart-
ment has been joined in the investigation
by the Hill City Police, Kansas State
Highway Patrol and the Kansas Bureau of

Investigation.
Miss Gonzales, a 15-year-old Hill City

girl, disappeared Saturday night about
9:30 p.m. after a friend dropped her off
outside a local residence in the southeast
part of Hill City.

While the cause of death had not been
determined on Tuesday, officers are clas-
sifying the death as a possible homicide.

The body has been taken to Topeka and
an autopsy will be performed, officials
said.

“It is always unsettling when a death
like this occurs in a small community,”

said Mr. Potter. “There is no need for
people to feel unsafe, and they need to
keep the faith in the law enforcement folks
who are investigating the incident.”

While he said it is too early to discuss
the cause of death or any other details of
the investigation, he would appreciate any
information.
