Paper to upgrade news, rearrange copy

Beautification of the Norton Cemetery

is soon to be a reality.
At Tuesday night’s meeting of the City

Council, the proposal submitted by the
Cemetery Improvement Association was
accepted and the committee was given the
go-ahead to start fund-raising.

Plans include installing brick pillars at
the entrances, installing a single span of
decorative chain fence between the pil-
lars, planting trees and lighting the flag-
pole in the center of the cemetery. In ad-
dition, the group would like to reseed
some areas with buffalo grass and install-
ing a new watering system.

The group has also requested the forma-
tion of an advisory board of trustees to
help the City with the cemetery.

The association will be raising money
and would like all donations to pass
through the city Cemetery Trust Fund.

“This is a great thing for the city,”
Councilman Jerry Hawks said, “The cem-
etery has needed this for a long time.”

Councilwoman Elaine Mann asked
City Attorney Karen Griffiths to research
requiring the resale of cemetery lots be
handled through the city.

She also asked Mrs. Griffiths to see if it
is legal for the improvement group to
place crosses on the unmarked graves,
especially those in the area known as
“Potter’s Field”.

In other business the council:
 • Granted Midwest Energy a natural

gas franchise and at the same time raised
taxes on gas and its distribution.

 • Waived the second reading of a
amendment to change the time for coun-
cil meetings to 5:30 p.m. Wednesdays

 • Heard a report from City Administra-
tor Rob Lawson regarding the meeting he
attended in Wichita for the Kansas Mu-
nicipal Energy Agency Board. Norton’s
power options were discussed with Mr.
Lawson reminding the council that the
city’s power contract will need to be re-
newed in 2004.

• Heard a report from Councilwoman
Harriett Gill regarding the proposed land-
fill that will replace the county incinera-
tor.

 Ms. Gill advised the council that the
landfill is projected to last 25 years and
that two-thirds of the money for the
project will come from county reserve
funds.

• Heard from Mrs. Griffiths that it is the
attorney general’s opinion that cities do
not have to use their local landfill, unless
they have a contract.

• OKed a request to allow Norton
County to use its name on a license for a
repeater used by emergency personnel.
The repeater is on the KQNK radio tower.
The City and the County share the cost of
upkeep for the repeater.

• Heard a report from Mr. Hawks that
the sheriff has told the finance commit-
tee that VHS tapes will no longer be ad-
missible as evidence for driving under the
influence cases.

Evidence will have to be presented on
compact discs. The sheriff will get a new
recording device. The city and county will
split the cost.

*Learned that  the municipal judge’s
office can now print its reports. The city
administrator had requested that future
reports be printed rather than hand writ-
ten.

 • Heard a request for permanent mark-
ers by the survey stakes on the new prop-
erty the city purchased from Art Shelton.

The City offices was to  be closed
Thursday and Friday in observance of the
Thanksgiving holiday.

The next Council meeting will be Tues-
day at 7:30 p.m.
