Winter wheat needs more moisture to seed

How’sthewheat doing?

| have been getting the above
questionalotlately. Inadditionto
thequestion,whatdo| dosincemy
wheat has not come up?

These areall questions of con-
cern that unfortunately cannot be
definitively answered. Asweall
know, conditionsaredry. Someof
thewheat hasnot comeupyet, and
we all would like to see moisture
on the ground instead of hearing
how itisgoing to beawet winter.

Obviously, theamount of mois-
ture we receive this winter is an
unknownand cannot bepredicted
with any guarantee. However,
there are some things producers
may want to know about wheat
when evaluatingit.

One of the characteristics of
winterwheatisitrequiresavernal-
ization process were the plant
movesfrom vegetative growth to
reproductive growth. Cold tem-
peratures cause vernalization to
occur. If aperson planted winter
wheat in the spring, the wheat
wouldonly grow vegetatively pro-
ducing lots of leaves but no seed
head. However, seed that is
planted into dry soil will not ver-
nalize unless the following hap-
pens. Seed canvernalizeif water
entersthe seed. The seed isthen
imbibedwithwater. Theseedwill
not look much different, but the
water hasbasi cally wokentheseed
up to start growth. Rarely isver-
nalizationaproblem, exceptinan
extremely dry year. So the next
question is did enough moisture
accumul atethroughthelast snow-
fal toinitiatevernalization. All |
can say to that isit would depend
uponlocationonhow muchmois-
ture actually accumulated at a
givenspot. Inaddition, there has
been some moisture through
spotty rainsthat may have caused
the wheat to already emerge.
However, apersonwill not seethe
emergingwheat fromtheroad be-
cause it may just be poking
through.

Thenext questionto ask ishow
will thisdelayed emergenceaffect
yield. Toanswer thisquestionwe
needtolook at acoupleof studies
completed by K-State. First, a
plantingdatestudy wasinitiated at
Garden City over asevenyear pe-
riod. Wheat planted November 1
reached 77%of theyield potential
of that planted on October 1. The

other planting dates reached the
following percentageof theOcto-
ber 1 planting: December 1=59%,
January 1 = 57%, February 1 =
41%, March 1=16%, andApril 1
=never producedaseed head. The
delayed planting decreased tiller
number which decreased thenum-
ber of seed heads.

In another study during the dry
fall of 1999 in north central Kan-
sas, producers who had spotty
emergence in their fields where
contacted in order to comparethe
yield of wheat that emergedinthe
fall versus wheat which emerged
in the spring. The study wasin
several counties across Kansas
including Nortonandprovidedthe
following results. Spring-
emerged wheat reduced grain
yield by 47%. In addition, test
weight, kernel diameter, and thou-
sand kernel weight were all re-
duced in the spring-emerged
wheat.

Thelast question hasto dowith
thewheat stand. Producersmay be
thinking of replantingtheir wheat.

However, | would strongly cau-
tionagainst this. First, thereisre-
ally no more moisture now than
there was when they planted the
wheat, so why would one expect
theretobeabetter stand. Second,
if aproducer wantstoincreasethe
number of seeds out thereto in-
crease seed head number since
tiller number will likely belower,
aproducer could overseed hisal-
ready existing stand by planting at
anangletotheexistingrows. On
somefieldsthat were planted at a
low seeding rate, this might be
beneficial.

All'inal, producers should re-
alizethat with alittle bit of mois-
ture, wheat will vernalizeand pro-

duceaseed head eventhoughthere
may beachancefor areduced po-
tential for highyields.
