businessenterprisefundsorigi-
nally came from a $50,000 grant
fromthe U.S. Department of Ag-
riculture in 1997. The county
split the $50,000 between two ap-
plicants at $25,000 apiece.

The first time the money was
loaned out, federal guidelineshad
to be followed. Once the county
started getting that money back; it
could loan it out again without
those guidelines.

Noneof themoney comesfrom
county taxpayer dollarsand all of
the funds are separate.

So far, Mr. Wyatt said, Norton
County has given loans to seven
businessesandhasn’tlostasingle
one. He said three have paid, in-
cluding one which just finished
paying, sothecounty hasalittlebit
more money — $16,500 — inits
fund, than it usually does.

“It has gone extremely well,”
said Mr. Wyatt. “We are very
happy with the businesseswe' ve
helped to support and are also
happy that thereareno bad debts.”

Hesaidthat thecounty givesthe
loanswith the understanding that
they aren’tincompetitionwiththe
banks. Theseloansarewhenbusi-
nesses need a supplemental loan.

Hesaid thethingsthey look for
when giving theloans are the ex-
pansion of acounty businessor if
anew business needsalittle help
getting started. He said the main
thing wasthat it be something that
benefits the citizens of Norton
County.

“We've had really good appli-
cants,” hesaid.

Mr. Wyatt said the only time
they’ veturned down applicantsis
when the county didn’t have
enoughmoney inthefund. Hesaid

they mainly give out $5,000 to
$10,000 loans.

“We really can’t help with
thingsthat areinthe$60,000range
because we just don’'t have the
kind of money,” hesaid. “But we
can help with $5,000 or $10,000.
It might not seem like much, but
sometimesit can beabig help.”

Decatur County hashad itsRe-
volving Loan Fund for about two
years now, said County Clerk
MarilynHorn. Shesaidtheir origi-
nal loanwasfor $100,000fromthe
Economic Development Board.

She said they’ ve given six or
seven businesses aloan. Four are
paying, one hasproblemsand an-
other hasfiled for bankruptcy.

Noneof thebusinesseshavefin-
ished paying off their loansyet.

“Wewin afew and we lose a
few,” she said. “But when we fi-
nally do have someone pay off
their loan, we're going to have a
big celebration for them.”

ThePhillipsCounty Revolving
Loan Fund was started in 1989
when Mineral Right went to the
state to get aloan fund started in
the county, said County Clerk
Linda McDowell. The original
|oan wasfor $200,000.

Sincethen, thecounty hasmade
four loans. Two have been suc-
cessful, whilethe other two were
not paid back. She said on one of
thebadloans, whichwasmadefor
$15,000, the business only paid
the county back two payments, so
they lost over $12,000, and then
only got one payment back on a
$20,000 loan, losing over
$16,000.

She said as of June 2003,
Phillips County has $21,914 in
their Revolving Loan Fund.

1607 usersonthesystemandthe
project would cost of $3,786,600.

With Rural Devel opment, there
would be an interest rate of 4.5
percent with a40 year payout.

The average rate increase for
userswould be$10.67 per month.
Average rate paid per hookup
would be $24.43.

Using the state fund with the
same users and the same cost for
thesystem, theinterest ratewoul d
be3 percentwitha20-year payout.

The average increase in rates
would be $13.20 per month with
the average rate per hookup of
$26.96.

While city council members
wererel uctant tomakepeopl epay
any more than they had to, the
council decidedtogowiththestate
fund because, althoughitwill cost
$2 amonth per user moreitwill be
lessinthelongrunbecauseitisfor
20 yearsrather than 40.

“Itdoesn’ t makesensetopay for
40 yearsand save $2 per person,”
Mr. Lawson said.

The council decided to look
again at Rural Development for
financing on a water project,
whichthecity will a'sohavetodo
withinthe next few years.
