Wrestlers win Clay Center tourney

For the second straight timein
this young season, Coach Bill
Johnson’s Norton Community
High School wrestling team won
atournamentwithlittletospareas
they edged Junction City by one-
half point to win the Clay Center
Invitationa Tournament on Satur-
day in Clay Center.

Theprevious Saturday they got
the2003-2004 season off toaroar-
ing start when 275 pounder
Michael Sprigg pinned his oppo-
nent to earn the Blue Jays ateam
championship in the Hoxie Invi-
tational by 1 1/2 points over the
defending statechampionindians.

Thisvictory wasnot asdramatic
sinceteam scoreswerenot posted
from match to matchinthefinals.
Nortondid not know that they had
scored 147 1/2 pointsand Junction
City’ stotal was147 until after the
tournament was over. And, al-
though Sprigg wrestled and did
winthe275 pound championship,
his title match was not the final
match of the day for Norton. Due
to a snow storm, teams from
Abilene, Basehor-Linwood and
Ellsworth did not compete and
some weights were so small in
numbersthat round robin compe-
tition was held. Sprigg’ s weight
was one of these and he had only
oneother wrestler inhisclass. He
wrestled Thomas Carter from
Junction City twice, pinning him
with2:23elapsedinthefirst match
and making him count the lights
with 2:45 gone in the second
match. Needlesstosay, Spriggfin-
ished ahead of the other Norton
wrestlers.

The final winning points were
scored by Norton’s 215 pound
wrestler Sean Lauer. He had two
other wrestlersinhisweight class.
Lauer defeated Skyler Stevens,
Clay Center, 8-4inthefirst match.
In round two, he received a bye,
then pinned Jamal Wilcox, Junc-
tion City, in3:48towinthecham-
pionship and earn enough points
for Norton’ steam championship.

Placing third as a team was
SalinaSouth with 111 1/2 points,
followed by Beloit, 108 1/2:
