Community High School wres-
tling team began their 2003-2004
dual season with victories over
Phillipsburg and Stockton last Fri-
day night in the Wilmeth Kirk Me-
morial Gym.

The Blue Jays started by out-
scoring the Tigers 69-6, then de-
feated Phillipsburg 40-22.

Win over Stockton
Stockton was open in eight

weight classes so only six matches
were held with the Tigers.

At 119 pounds, Norton’s Nathan
Broeckelman pinned Trey Kellner
in 1:32.

Jon Harding wrestled at 125
pounds for Norton and pinned Jace
Miller in 2:32.

At 140 pounds, Curtis Black and
Dan Atkisson were tied 1-1 at the
end of regulation and Atkisson got
an escape in overtime to win 2-1.

Bo Pfannenstiel wrestled for the
first time this year and pinned Levi
Earl in 1:56 of their 171 pound
match.

At 189 pounds, Mark Maybon
and Justin Hall were tied 3-all at
the end of regulation and Maybon
earned two points in overtime to
win 5-3.

Sean Lauer lost a close 3-2 de-
cision to Chris Pulec at 215
pounds.

Winning their weight classes by
forfeit were: Logan Keiswetter,
103; Kent Mann, 112; James
Annon, 130; Chris Davis, 135;
Scott Goldsby, 145; Kyle Dou-

glas, 152; Josh Green, 160; Blake

“We knew ahead of time that
Stockton would be short some
wrestlers and that our dual with
them would be unexciting,” said
Coach Johnson.

Logan Keiswetter lost the 103
pound match by a slim 11-10 mar-
gin to Zach Ceman.

Clay Madden outscored Nam

Nathan Broeckelman 3-1 to give
the Panthers a 6-4 team lead.

Jon Harding edged Mitch Beard
7-6 at 125 pounds to give Norton
a 7-6 team lead and put the Blue
Jays ahead for good.

Norton and Southern Valley
were the only two schools enter-
ing junior varsity teams.

Wauneta/Palisade won the
championship with 103 points,
followed by Alma, 101; Franklin,
99; Arapahoe, 97; Elwood, 84;
Axtell, 75; Blue Hill/Red Cloud,
74; Norton JV, 56 1/2; Southern
Valley, 43; Loomis, 25; Southern
Valley JV, 0.

Norton competed in six weight
classes and five wrestlers placed.
Blake Jacques was second at 275.
Kent Mann (112), Jon Harding
(130) and David Stanley (160)
each placed third. Shane Stanley
(215) placed fourth. Korey Look
(152) also competed.

At 275 pounds, Jacques was
seeded No. 2. He drew a first round
bye, then pinned Brandon Van-
Cura, Elwood, in 53 seconds. In
the championship finals, he was
pinned in 3:59 by No. 1 seed Jon
Baxter, Arapahoe.

VanCura placed third with a 9-
2 decision over No. 3 seed Cam-
eron Trumble, Blue Hill.

Kent Mann was seeded No. 3 at
112 pounds. He  lost a 7-4 decision
to No. 2 seed Adam Kahrs,
Franklin.
