Larry Friend, Syracuse, well-
known former Plainville and
Trego Community High School
football and track coach, isone of
fivepersonsselected for the Kan-
sas State High School Activities
AssociationHall of FameClassof
2004.

The other inductees are Monty
Beisel, Victoria and Douglass,
student athlete; Emily Bloss,
Wellsville, student athlete; Paul
Ary, Lewis, official (posthu-
mously) and Dale Misak, Cald-
well, official (posthumously).

In35yearsof coaching football
and track, Friend made animpact
on many Kansas high school ath-
letic programs. In the 1960s, he
guided Cimarron High School to
afootball record of 46-7-1, which
included a 30-game winning
streak.

In 20 years at Plainville High
School (1968-'88), the Cardinals
won two Class 3A state football
titles and numerous league and
district titles. He also coached
football andtrack at Trego (1989-
'90) and Stanton County (1992-
"96).

Hisfootball coaching recordis
214 wins, 95 lossesand onetie.

Early in his career, he coached
football, basketball and track at
Cherokee (Okla.) High School.
From 1969-' 79, he was a high
school basketball official andwas
chosen to referee at eight state
boys basketball tournaments. He
wasalsotherecreationdirectorin
Plainvillefrom 1968-’ 88.

Friend was also a tremendous
athlete.

AtBurdett High School, hewas
astandoutinbaseball, football and
basketball and also competed in
track and tennis. He was a first
team all-tournament selection
when Burdett won the state bas-

ketball championshipin 1954.

He lettered both yearsin foot-
ball, basketball andtrack at Dodge
City Community College (1954-
'56). He was an all-conference
running back and named an All-
American.

Hetook second at the National
Junior College Track Meet in
Hutchinson in the 100-yard dash
and 220-yard dash.

He completed his competition
duringtwoyearsat Northwestern
State University in Alva, Okla.
Whilethere, heletteredinfootball
and track. He was an all-confer-
ence running back and defensive
back. Heset recordsof 9.4 seconds
inthe100-yard dashand 20.6 sec-
onds in the 220-yard dash while
running in the Oklahoma Colle-
giate Conference.

Larry Jantz, Hays, a former
Cimarron football player for
Coach Friend, hasfond memories
of hisformer mentor.

“Vividpracticesessionsarestil|
inmy mindof usA-teamdefensive
playerstrying to corral himwhen
he was playing B-team quarter-

back,” said Mr. Jantz.

“Asaplayer, hedidnotwear hip
pads since his speed kept tacklers
from getting direct hits on him.
Sports writers back then callec
him the Kansas Speed Merchant,
KansasComet, Burdett Blur, Sun-
flower Bullet, Scooter, etc.

“IntheNAIA track meetin San
Diego in 1957, he chased Bobby
Morrow of Abilene Christian,
whowastheOlympicchampionin
1956, tothefinishlinein the 100-
and 220-yard dashes.”

Areasportsfanswill remember
that Beisel started hisprep career
at Victoria High School in the
Mid-Continent League and fin-
ished at Douglass.

A high school All-American,
Beisel rushed for 2,127 yards,
scored 28 touchdowns and aver-
aged 236.3yardsrushing per game
during his senior season at
Douglass. He also excelled in
track and field, capturing three
statetitlesinthe shot put and twa
inthediscus. After anoutstanding
football career at Kansas State
University, hesignedtoplay with
theKansasCity Chiefsandisinhis
third season with them.
