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Add zing with horseradish

Wantto add some zing to ameal?
Try some horseradish. This pungent
root crop is a flavorful accom-
paniment for foods such as beef,
chicken, fish, potatoes, beets and
seafood cocktail sauce.

Fresh horseradish is harvested
in the fall after a hard freeze or in
the early spring before new growth
begins. Use the roots immediately.
Ifnotusedrightaway, store in aroot
cellar or in a tightly covered jar in
the refrigerator or freezer. Recom-
mended storage times are 4-6 weeks
in the refrigerator and 6 months or
more in the freezer.

For the hottest flavor, use the
roots immediately. By themselves,
they have little flavor. Once grated,
enzymes release volatile oils which
contain the sharp flavor. Grind in a
well-ventilated room, because the
fumes are strong! You might even
consider doing the grinding outside
if the weather permits using an old-
fashioned crank grinder. (Be sure to
stand upwind when grinding.)

To grate, wash, peel and dice into
small cubes. Only grind what will
be used. Place cubes into a blend-
er, food processor, or a grinder.
Cover the blades of the blender or
food processor with cold water or
crushed ice before grinding. When
finished, pour off excess water. Add
2-3 tablespoons white vinegar and
172 teaspoon salt per cup of grated
horseradish. Lemon juice could be
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used for a different flavor.

The timing for adding vinegar is
critical asitstops the enzyme action
and controls the degree of hotness.
For a mild flavor, add vinegar im-
mediately. For very hot flavor, wait
3 minutes before adding vinegar.
Store in airtight glass jars in the re-
frigerator or freezer. For best flavor,
use within 24 hours.

Horseradish does not dry well.
When rehydrated, it will become
tough and rubbery with a hay-like
flavor.

As horseradish ages it will turn
dark in color, lose pungency and
develop off flavors. Old horseradish
should not be used.

Although the Bible doesn’t appear on the New York
Times bestseller list, the Bible with all the different
translations and paraphrase versions combined would
be the No. 1 bestseller, year after year. On average,
Bible sales amount to more than half a billion dollars
ayear in North America.

The Bible is auniquely popular book. Ilike to think
of the Bible as a love letter from Jesus. The Bible is
God’s revelation of God’s self to all humanity. The
Old and New Testaments together all point to and help
reveal the person of Jesus Christ.

Someone might ask, how do we know Jesus was
a historical person? Or, how do we know what was
written down hasn’t been changed over the years?

To answer the first question, we can say we have
four gospels and the writings of the New Testament
which testify Jesus really lived.

We also have testimony outside of the Bible. Taci-
tus and Suetonius were Roman historians who wrote
about Jesus. Josephus, a Jewish historian born in 37
A.D., wrote favorably about Jesus even though he
was not a believer. No serious historian today would
question whether Jesus ever truly lived. One reason
is the volume of written documents.

Let me make some contrast to give you something
to think about. The Greek historian, Herodotus, wrote
from 488-428 B.C. The existing copies of his work
we have today date from 900 A.D., a span of time
of some 1,300 years, and there are only 8 copies.
“Caesar’s Gallic War” was written about 58-50 B.C.;
the earliest copies are from 900 A.D., a time span of
950 years, and there are 9-10 copies. “Livy’s Roman
History” was written 59 A.C.-17 A.D.; the earliest

copies are from 900 A.D., a time span of 900 years
and there are 20 copies. All of these examples are
considered to be historically accurate and reliable; in
other words, historians are not suspect or questioning
their validity.

The New Testament was written between 40-100
A.D.; the earliest dated copies range from 130 A.D.
to 350 A.D., a time span of less than 300 years, and
we are not talking about 8-20 copies, but 5,000 copies
in Greek, 10,000 copies in Latin and 9,300 copies in
other languages.

The historical evidence for the life and teaching of
Jesus far outweighs any other life or event in history
from the ancient world.

The answer to the second question is that we do
know what was recorded in gospels and the whole
New Testament, very accurately, through the science
of textual criticism. Essentially, the more texts we
have, the less doubt there is about the original. F.F.
Bruce shows in his book, “Are the New Testament
Documents Reliable?”” how rich the New Testament
is in manuscript attestation by comparing the texts
with other historical works.

I'hope I have given you something to think about;
but more importantly I hope I have given you confi-
dence that when you read your Bible, you can be sure
you are reading the very words God intended for you
to read and take to heart.

God has not left to chance that you would miss the
unveiling of His love for you. I encourage you toread
your Bible and discover the insight, and wisdom, great
expressions of faith, and the compassion and mercy
God wants you to know.
