NOAA
Weather Radio

Broadcasts National Weather Ser-
vice warnings, watches, forecasts
and other hazard information 24
hours a day. The hearing and
visually impaired also can get
these warnings by community
weather radio with alarm
tones and other kinds of
attention-gettingdevices
like strobe lights, pag-
ers, bed shakers and
text printers.

TAKECOVER:anoscillating(upanddown)
tone means that atornado or tornado activity
has been spotted and is headed towards you.

ALL CLEAR: asingle long tone means it’s
safe to come out. This is used for testing the
system on Mondays.

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Be Prepared!

* No matter where your shelter is,
you should have a few basic supplies
there. Since most tornadoes occur at
night, youshould have spare clothing,
underwear and shoes. Sleeping bags
andblankets are also good. A portable
dio and/or weather radio and a
flashlight are a must. Fresh drinking
jater and food are helpful, as well as
lew tools to help you dig outin case
collapse.

OUTDOORS
e If you are trapped outside, get as
low as possible. Remember, yourbest
chanceforsurvivalistogetaway from
thekilling winds. Donotstandupand
watch the tornado.
* Seek shelter in a ditch, gully, or cul-
vert. Even justalow spotinthe ground
1S going to give you some protection.
* Do not get into a grove of trees. Re-
member to protect your head.

LONG SPAN BUILDINGS
* Long span buildings are especially
dangerous because the entire roof
structure is usually supported solely
by the outside walls. Some examples
of these types of buildings are: civic

Practices should be held by the entire
family atleastoncebefore the tornado
season begins and then again during
the summer. The more you practice,
the faster and more safely you will get
toshelter. Since mosttornadoes occur
at night and usually take out power
lines, more thanlikely yourhome will
be dark. You are less likely to get hurt
if you are going someplace you have
been before.

MOTOR VEHICLES
* Theleastdesirableplacetobeduring
a tornado is in a motor vehicle. Cars,
buses and trucks easily become flying
missilesinatornado.
* Nevertry tooutrunatornadoin your
car.
* Stop your vehicle and get out. Seek
shelter. Try to getinto someoneelse’s
basement. Do not get under or next to
your vehicle; itmay roll over on you.

MOBILE HOMES
* Duringatornado,one of theleastde-
sirableplacestobeisinamobilehome.
The winds knock the home from its
foundation, rollingitalong the ground
andbreakingitapart. [fyouareinamo-
bilehome whenatornadoapproaches,
seek other shelter immediately.
* Seek shelter on foot if possible. DO
NOT DRIVE YOU CAR! Do not get
under amobile home!
e Plan ahead if you live in a mobile
home. Make arrangements with
friends or neighbors that have base-
ments. When the weather looks
threatening, go there. Encourage your
mobilehome grouptodevelopitsown
shelter.
