Those in-
cluded a trip in 2006 where he was a 
crewman aboard the Daniel Webster 
Clements sailing along the Florida 
coast, involvement in a ceremony at 
the Tomb of the Unknown Soldier in 
Washington and white-water rafting 
on the Arkansas River.

He completed junior leadership 
training at Golden Acorn and is a 
member and served as quartermas-
ter, troop guide and an assistant 
patrol leader.

For his Eagle service project, 
he worked with the Rogers Wild-
life and Rehabilitation Center in 
Hutchins, Texas, organizing a group 
of volunteers to build a 15-by-12-
foot flight cage for birds of prey.

Other activities include member-
ship in the Duncanville High School 
marching and concert bands and 
the National Honor Society. He is 
involved in his church youth group 
and has made several mission trips. 
A senior, he plans to attend the Uni-
versity of North Texas and major in 
forensics.

Garland Turner of Georgetown, 
Texas, is showing slow improve-
ment after more than seven 
weeks in the hospital. 

Mr. Turner, 46, a softball 
coach, is the son-in-law of 
Dick Carman of Oberlin. 
Relatives said he thought 
nothing of his low fever 
and running nose as he was 
focused on his new job 
as a tool and die worker, 
spending time with his 
wife of 18 years the former 
Becky Carman, and the 
weekend’s softball practice.

However, a visit to the doctor’s 
office revealed that he had the flu 
and a mild case of pneumonia, and 
by the weekend, he was in the hos-
pital and the doctors were preparing 
his wife for the worst.

He called his assistant coach to 
make sure he could take care of 

softball practice before 
he’d go to the hospital. 

“I probably wasn’t as 
worried as I should have 
been,” the father of five 
said later. “I didn’t think 
we’d still be here seven 
weeks later and months 
more to go.”

The flu and pneumonia 
had progressed into full-
blown acute respiratory 
distress syndrome, a life-

threatening lung condition that 
inflames and hardens lung tissue, 
depriving the body of oxygen.

“He can’t talk, he’s lost a lot of 
weight ... but he squeezes our hands 
and makes faces,” said Mrs. Turner. 
“I tell him he’s going to get better 

and he nods his head at me.”
It remains uncertain when he will 

be transferred to a rehabilitation 
facility — and eventually home — 
and whether he’ll be able to return 
to his work. In the meantime, the 
family is taking things a day at a 
time.

“You don’t have much choice,” 
his wife said. “You have to make 
it day to day and hope the next day 
will be better.”

Mr. Turner has coached for years 
with the Georgetown Youth Girls 
Softball Association and they are 
accepting donations at all home 
games this spring for the family.
