Business and shop equipment, computers and printer, boats, 
motor and trailers, aircraft, mobile homes, camping and trav-
el trailers, flatbed and car trailers, mopeds, ATV’s, golf cars, 
trucks, non-tagged and non-highway vehicles and improve-
ments on leased land.

The Decatur County Appraiser’s Office needs to be notified 
of the sale of any personal property during 2012. All taxpay-
ers must file before the March 15 deadline.

All new businesses in Decatur County are required to con-
tact the Decatur County Appraiser’s Office to report business 
equipment for tax purposes.

If you have no personal property to report please call us to 
verify that you are in the county for census purposes.
